If ligatures are selected  
    in OpenType options they will be automatically substituted as the  
default style, although there are two contextual alternates: k k and r r,  
and stylistic alternate y y.

    or a more old-fashioned feel swash characters may be substituted.
ll caps and most ascenders and descenders have swashes , in addition there are many  
double swash combinations where two ascenders or descenders appearing together have 
been ligated. washes need to be turned on, and it is advisable to increase the leading 
to give more ‘air’ to the swashes .

Occasionally mistakes are made when writing, so for added autenauthenticity 
words can be crossed out. There are eight crossings-out which get progressively   
          longer from left to right, and are  
            available through the glyphs palette.  
         These have been positioned to the left of the  
         left sidebearing, so can be inserted after a ‘mistake’  
          to be placed over the word. When writing with this type of  
     pen, blots , spatters and even fingerprints can occur, so there are also  
eight of these for an extra bit of mess.
